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INTRODUCTION

Pench Tiger Reserve is spread in Maharashtra and Madya Pradesh state of 
India. Pench Tiger Reserve of Maharashtra situated in Center of Central India 
Tiger landscape is spread in Ramtek, Parseoni and Saoner tehsil of Nagpur 
district. Declared national park in 1975, and 25th Tiger Reserve in 1999, it is 
spread over 741 sq.km. of area. 

Pench Tiger Reserve is an excellent abode to almost all the major floral and 
faunal species including tiger, leopard, sloth bear, Indian gaur, wild dog, wolf 
etc found in central India. As per 2023 census, tiger population of Tiger 
Reserve is more than 41. It has good connectivity with Kanha, Pench (M.P), 
Tadoba Andhari, Navegaon-Nagzira and Bor Tiger Reserve. Pench river 
which gives the Tiger Reserve its home, divides the reserve in almost two 
equal halves. Totladoh reservoir built on the Pench river plays an important 
role in enriching and sustaining the wild life in the Tiger Reserve.

THE GLORIOUS 
PAST OF THE LAND 

According to the legends, Lord Ram, Sita and Lakshmana had once, lived 
here for some time, during their days in exil. The famous poet Kalidas 
penned the mesmerizing beauty of this area in his masterpiece ‘Megh-
dootam’. This area was a part of the ‘Vakataka’ dynasty, as evidenced 
by the existence of the ‘Ghugus Garh Fort’.

The dense deciduous forest of the Pench Tiger Reserve was the inspira-
tion behind ‘Mowgli’, the famouse charecter, immortalized in ‘The Jungle 
Book’by ‘Rudyard Kipling’. The charecter of ‘Mowgli’ drew its inspiration 
from the pamphlet ‘An Account of Whlves Nurturing Children in their 
Dens’ by Sir William Henry Sliman. The breathtaking natural beauty and 
richness of the area is described in the ‘Ain-i-Akbari’ and many other 
nature books, such as, James Forsyth’s “High Land of Central India” and 
A. A. Dunbar Brander’s “Wild Animals of Central India” etc.

The area became a part of the Gond Kingdom of Deogad under Raja 
Bakht Buland Shah, in the year 1703 and later, in 1743, became a part of 
the Bhonsle Kingdom udder Raghoji Rao.

Main forest type is Tropical Dry Deciduous Forest interspread with mead-
ows and wetlands. Vegetation comprises more than 1000 plants species. 
The rich floral diversity here provides an abode to 135 butterfly species & 
home to many other animal species. 1001 species comprise the vegeta-
tion of the Tiger reserve.

It is home to many endangered species with 71 species of mammals (14 
of them are endangered), over 310 species of birds (including the migra-
tory-land and water birds), 53 species of reptiles and various species of 
the amphibians. The large carnivores like Tiger & Leopard and smaller 
carnivores like Wild Dog, Wolf, Jackal, Jungle Cat and also a good popu-
lation of Sloth Bear are reported from Pench Tiger Reserve. The important 
herbivores include Spotted Dear, Smabar, Blue Bull, Four Horned Ante-
lope, Barking Deer, Wild Boar and Indian Gaur. The other animas include 
Common Langur, Rhesus Macaque, Pangolin, Honey Badger, Civet, Mon-
goose etc. The Reserve is an adobe to a variety of insects, Snakes nd 
other animals.
